	… observed the Moral Rights of the authors? 

(The Right of Attribution: this ensures that the author of a work has the right to be named as the author of that work. An author may forgo the right of attribution.

The Right not to be Falsely Attributed: an author has the right not to have another person named as the author of their work; an author also has the right not to have their name attached to an altered version off their work without the alteration being acknowledged.

The Right of Integrity: this ensures that a work cannot be treated in a derogatory way.  It cannot be altered or changed in any way that will impugn the author’s honour or reputation.)
