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Template for a Log of Third Party Copyright Materials in a Higher Degree Research Thesis

When you submit your thesis you will be required to warrant that you have not infringed the copyright of any person by using their copyright protected work without permission.  

If you have included a ‘substantial amount’ of any third party copyright protected material in the digital version you will be required to show written permission for its inclusion from the copyright owner.  If you do not have permission you will need to arrange for the material’s suppression in the digital version of your thesis.

This log can help you keep track of any copyright materials that you use in your thesis, and whether you have sought and received permission for its inclusion (especially in the digital version).

The log is not in any way a submission requirement; it is simply a resource that may be useful.  You should, however, keep all correspondence with copyright owners and be prepared to attach to your thesis copies of permissions or licences granted to you.
