Decision tree for literary and dramatic works being reproduced (and communicated) from hardcopy form under Part VB 

For literary and dramatic works being reproduced from hardcopy form, by hardcopy or electronic means for educational purposes and not for sale at a profit, and works from hardcopy form being communicated by electronic means. 
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Note 1 
Copyright lasts for 50 years after the year of the author's death, or for 50 years after the year in which the work was first made public, if this took place after the author's death. If a work has never been published, performed in public, broadcast or recorded and offered for sale to the public, copyright continues indefinitely. Students' work, conference papers etc. are considered as unpublished works. A new translation of an out-of-copyright work is a new copyright work.

Note 2 
We may reproduce and communicate the whole or part of an article from any one issue of a periodical publication (e.g. journal, newspaper or magazine), or more than one if they relate to the same subject matter. 

If the material is to be communicated: 

· Details must be lodged with the central repository, using the appropriate form (contact the Library for more info on this). 

· The Reserve staff in the Library will provide confirmation of the conditions under which you may communicate the material.
Note 3 
An anthology is e.g. a collection of poems, short stories or law reports. Collections of conference papers may generally be considered as anthologies. We may reproduce and/or communicate a number of such works, up to a limit of 10% of pages in the anthology. 

If the material is to be communicated:

· Details must be lodged with the central repository, using the appropriate form (contact the Library for more info on this). 

· The Reserve staff in the Library will provide confirmation of the conditions under which you may communicate the material.
Note 4 
A 'reasonable portion' is: 

1. 10% of the pages or up to 1 whole chapter, whichever is the greater, from a separately published printed work (e.g. book, report). If a work (such as a short story or a poem) has been published on its own, as well as in an anthology or collection, and it is more than 15 pages long, we must consider it a separate work. If the work is more than 15 pages but has not been published on its own, then we may copy the whole or part of the work. We can copy only one such work from an anthology and must not combine copying under this rule with the rule outlined in Note 3. 

2. A work of 15 pages or less in an anthology.
Note 5 

'Reasonable time' and 'ordinary commercial price' are not defined in the Act. For hardcopy material Murdoch University will use this section of the Act if we have received a written communication from the publisher saying that the work is not available for purchase with 30 days (6 months for textbooks).

Note 6 
Copyright exists in hardcopy material that is available at no cost unless the copyright owner has specifically noted that it is freely available.

Note 7 

The University may only make available online one part of a work at any given time, so:

· Details must be lodged with the central repository, using the appropriate form (contact the Library for more info on this). 

· The Reserve staff in the Library will provide confirmation of the conditions under which you may communicate the material.
